
The Fulton County Health Department and key community stakeholders
are planning for H1N1 vaccinations when the vaccine becomes available

The COC Advisory Council on
Immunization Practices has

developed recommendations for
who should receive novel H1N1

vaccine

The initial vaccination efforts will focus
on five key groups

By targeting these groups first, the
Council says the vaccine will be more

likely to reduce the impact of the H1 N1
flu

The groups include:
1. Pregnant women

2. People who live with or care for
children 0-6 mos

3. All people 6 mos to 24 yrs
4. Health care workers and emergency

medical services personnel
5. People 25-64 with health conditions
that make them have a higher risk of
medical complications from influenza

Local pandemic plans are fluid
because as much as has already

been learned about H1N1, there are
still unknowns about the vaccine

1. We don't know when vaccine will be
ready

2. We don't know when and how it will
be delivered

3. We don't know exactly who will get it
first

Local health departments will
determine how to deliver vaccinations
to the target groups and community at

large using guidance from the State
Department of Health and the CDC

Currently, our local plan is to reach out
to the target groups using private

providers and schools, and then to set
up mass vaccination clinics

Everyone needs to understand how
to prevent the spread of H1N1

Remember the 3 C's:

Cover cough,

Cleanse hands,

Contain when ill

Stay active, eat well, quit smoking,
get your seasonal flu shot and talk to

your healthcare provider about a
pneumonia shot
