Margaret Walsh (#565-0619) is requesting development standard variances of 5' off of the side yard for the 
purpose of an addition and 6' off of the front and 5' off of the side yard for the purpose of an garage 
addition, within lake residential (R3) district located at 2111 Ford's Court, Rochester, IN. 

In the R3 district the front yard setback is 10' and the side yard setback is 8'. Mrs. Walsh would like to 
construct a 22' x 36' addition, with a deck onto the southwest side of the home, which would sit 
approximately 3' off of the west side yard. She would also like to construct a 32' x 22' garage on the 
northeast side, which would sit approximately 4'off of the front yard and 3' off of the east side yard. 
Therefore a variances of 5' off of the west side yard for the purpose of an addition and 6' off of the front 
and 5' off of the east side yard are being requested.
